Under the covenant of Jesus 

Christ we are shown what to do: Believe in Jesus as our Lord and 

Savior (Acts 8.37); Repent of all sins (Acts 2.37-38); Confess Jesus 

as Savior (1 John 1.9); Be Immersed (baptized) for the remission 

of sins (Acts 2.38, Acts 22.16) and Live faithfully until death 

(Revelation 2.10). That last one may be the hardest of all, but God 

gave His word to lead us through even the most difficult of life 

situations.
