Psalm 25:1 “To you, O LORD, I lift up my soul.” 
Worship We have discussed: bringing up, calling out, drawing near, bowing down, atonement. 
 
Psalm 139 The Lord knows our innermost thoughts.   23 Search me, O God, and know my 
heart! Try me and know my thoughts! 24 And see if there be any grievous way in me, and lead me 
in the way everlasting!  
 
Psalm 24 How can I tell if my spirit is aligning with the Spirit of God? 
3 Who shall ascend the hill of the LORD? And who shall stand in his holy place? 4 He who has clean 
hands and a pure heart, who does not lift up his soul to what is false and does not swear deceitfully. 
 
Isaiah 1: 12-17, especially: 
16 Wash yourselves; make yourselves clean; remove the evil of your deeds from before my eyes; 
cease to do evil, 17 learn to do good; seek justice, correct oppression; bring justice to the fatherless, 
plead the widow's cause. 
 
John 4:24    “God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 
 
Doxazo glorify, honor, praise, to be of the opinion, to adore 53 times in NT 
Matthew 9:8, after healing of paralytic “But when the crowds saw this, they were afraid, and 
glorified God, who had given such authority to men.” 
Revelation 15:4 “Who will not fear, O Lord, and glorify your name? or you alone are holy. All 
nations will come and worship you, for your righteous acts have been revealed.” 
 
Aineo  to praise, extol 9 times in NT 
Luke 2: 13,14    ‘And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God 
and saying, “Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace among those with whom he is pleased!” ‘ 
Revelation 19:5 “And from the throne came a voice saying, Praise our God, all you his servants, 
you who fear him, small and great.” 
 
Exhomologeo  (exomologeo) to confess, to agree   10 times in NT 
Acts 19:18 “Also many of those who were now believers came, confessing and divulging their 
practices.” 
Philippians 2:9-11    “Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is 
above every name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and 
under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.” 
 
Eulogeo  to thank, bless, to consecrate  41 times in NT 
Matthew 21:9   “And the crowds that went before him and that followed him were shouting, “Hosanna 
to the Son of David! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest!” 
Ephesians 1:3 “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in 
Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places,”

Eucharisteo  to be grateful, to feel and give thanks 38 times in NT 
Matthew 26:27 “And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he gave it to them, 
saying, “Drink of it, all of you,” 

Revelation 11:17 “saying, We give thanks to you, Lord God Almighty, who is and who was, 
for you have taken your great power and begun to reign.” 

Proskuneo  to bow down, to kiss towards  54 times in NT (22 in Revelation) 
Matthew 2:2  “saying, “Where is he who has been born king of the Jews? For we saw his star 
when it rose and have come to worship him.”” 
Hebrews 1:6   And again, when he brings the firstborn into the world, he says, “Let all God's 
angels worship him.” 
 
Timao  show honor, revere, venerate   16 times in NT  
Matthew 15: 8, 9  “‘This people honors me with their lips, but their heart is far from me; 
in vain do they worship me, teaching as doctrines the commandments of men.’”  
John 5: 22, 23  “For the Father judges no one, but has given all judgment to the Son, that 
all may honor the Son, just as they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor 
the Father who sent him.” 
 
Deomai to want, desire, ask, beg, make supplication 22 times in NT 
Matthew 9:38 “…therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his 
harvest.” 
Acts 4:31 “And when they had prayed, the place in which they were gathered together was shaken, 
and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and continued to speak the word of God with boldness.” 
 
Latreuo, Latreia to render religious service, perform sacred services (priests) 26 times in NT 
Romans 12:1  “I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your 
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship (service).” 
Revelation 7:15 “Therefore they are before the throne of God, and serve him day and night in His 
temple; and he who sits on the throne will shelter them with his presence.”
